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Open Consultation - Preliminary opinion from the Expert Panel on
Effective Ways of Investing in Health - Deadline for comments
Friday 6 November

The Expert Panel on Effective ways of investing in health has
published the Preliminary Opinion on access to health services in the
European Union.

The Preliminary Opinion addresses barriers to accessing health care and
explores policy measures to overcome them. Ways to improve equity could
include matching health needs and financial resources, affordable and
accessible health services, the availability of a sufficient number of health
workers with the right skills, well-equipped facilities within easy reach, the
availability of quality medicines and medical devices and services that are
relevant and cost-effective. It pays special attention to access to health
services for underserved groups as Roma, undocumented migrants and
people with mental health problems.

The Expert Panel is seeking feedback on this preliminary Opinion, and the
European Commission has launched a public consultation, until November
6.

All interested parties can submit their comments, which will enable the
expert panel to formulate its final views.

PACT strongly encourage its partners to engage in the consultation process,
and submit their written comments following the procedure established in
the Consultation, before Friday 6 November.

On October 1st, the Patient Access Partnership (PACT) organised a
session on “facing the challenge of multimorbidity...and how do we make it
work for the patients” at the European Health Forum in Gastein. It focused on
the patient experiences and gathered more than 60 participants from across
the EU.

Patients are increasingly faced with the challenge of living with more than one
condition, and multimorbidity is on its way to becoming a fundamental issue
for the sustainability of healthcare systems.
